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president’s and director’'s message

This year was full of tremendous change for the YWCA.
You may notice our new “look.” The YWCA of the USA
rolled out a new brand and logo in 2004, and we are us-
ing up our stationery and are gradually imprinting materi-
als with the new brand. Our own YWCA of Walla Walla
website went online in September, just in time to show-
case the art auction and all the wonderful artistic talent in
the Walla Walla Valley. Be sure to visit us at ywcaww.org.
2004 was another year of growth for the YWCA. At
the request of the State of Washington, we expanded
our domestic voilence and sexual assault programs to
Columbia County and are proud to have established an
office there. Located in the Dayton General Hospital,
the YWCA'’s community outreach now extends to the
Touchet Valley. We are grateful for the support of the
Dayton commuinty and our many new partners in victim
services there.
In partnership with the Walla Walla County Superior
Court, the YWCA received one of only six state grants
to provide a domestic violence protection order clinic at
the courthouse. Advocates from the YWCA and the Walla
Walla Police Department staff the clinic daily from

11 a.m. to 1 p.m. They assist people with protection order
forms and accompany petitioners to see the Judge or
Court Commissioner.

Created in response to the low rate of orders com-
pleted in relation to the high number of forms distributed
at the County Clerk’s office, the clinic is rather unique:
80% of Washington counties have no courthouse-based
domestic violence protection order advocacy program.
Advocates have assisted 199 petitioners since the clinic
started in April 2004. This project has also strengthened
relationships all across the victims services system, re-
sulting in better, more efficient service for all.

Through this year of change, we remain grateful to the
people who make what we do possible. Our board mem-
bers, donors and staff all work together to bring positive
changes to women and their families who might not have
thought it was possible.

amigas unidas

The YWCA became part of Amigas Unidas in
2004, hiring Celia Guardado to coordinate the
expansion of this important project in Walla
Walla County. Started in the Yakima Valley in
order to help farm worker women access domes-
tic violence services, Amigas Unidas provides
community education and early intervention,
helping Spanish-speaking women to recognize
domestic violence, get help, and help others. In
2004 in Walla Walla, the program reached 1,009
people.

Since becoming part of the YWCA staff in April,
Celia has started Amigas groups in Walla Walla,
Touchet, Prescott, Burbank, College Place, and
at the Farm Labor Homes and has provided
advocacy services to over 100 women and 175
children.

In Amigas groups, women learn about the dy-
namics of domestic violence and its effects on
children. They learn about community resources
and the services available for victims of do-
mestic violence and sexual assault. Together,
they make presentations at events throughout
community and host training and informational
opportunities for Latino families on topics like
parenting, the CPS system, understanding the

Former YWCA Executive Director Peggy Sand-
erson received the Sunshine Lady Foundation
“Sunshine Peace Award,” an award established
to honor the vital role that workers in the domes-
tic violence field play within our communities.
Sanderson was one of only 23 award recipients

across the nation.

The Sunshine Peace Award program recognizes
extraordinary individuals who make a differ-
ence; those who help to build communities that
are intolerant of domestic violence and through
whose work peoples’ lives are changed for the
better. Candidates are nominated and selected for
excellence in administration of programs and in

victim advocacy.

Helping to rebuild lives is what Sanderson

has done her entire life, be it as a high school
teacher, a mother, a counselor, as an advocate for
youth, victims of violence, and for community
organizations. Sanderson retired as Executive
Director of the YWCA of Walla Walla, Washing-
ton in 2000 after 20 years of service.

Sanderson was awarded a personal gift, as well

as $5,000 in discretionary funds to use in helping
domestic violence victims with emergency needs

that are not covered by other sources.

From Life Skills classes for shelter residents such as cooking on a
budget, activities for children and basic banking; to parenting classes for
parents dealing with divorce; to aquanetics, the YWCA is helping people
to live their lives to the fullest at any age.

life skills classes - The YWCA’s Client Services Committee has
formed a unique partnership with Walla Walla Housing Authority’s Fam-
ily Self Sufficiency Program and Christ Community Fellowship to offer
classes that are fun and enriching, and that teach skills that last a life-
time. 56 shelter residents participated in 2004.

aquanetics is going strong at Odd Fellows pool three times a week
for people to get and stay in shape at any age. This year, 36 men and
women participated in the program.

parenting classes are offered quar-
terly for divorcing parents. Although the
program is court mandated, the YWCA
offers a comfortable, approachable place
to work through positive parenting issues.
Because our mission is to help families,
the program is a good fit with who we
are. 29 people participated in 2004.

advocacy training - Every spring,
the YWCA offers 40-hour domestic vio-
lence and sexual assault volunteer train-
ing. Topics of training include exploring
power and control, crisis response, sexual
assault, community resources, working with law enforcement, prosecu-
tion responses to domestic violence, domestic violence protection orders,
and cultural competency. This training is open to anyone who wishes to
volunteer in YWCA domestic violence and sexual assault programs or to
loear more about the issues of domestic violence and sexual assault.

This year, 1,518 children met the Fun Factory van for activities like sports,
arts and crafts and library time.
